“WHY DID JESUS HAVE TO DIE?”

Lent Worship Series begins February 22
Two thousand years after Jesus’ crucifixion, the cross remains one of the most recognized symbols in the
world. It crowns church steeples, hangs around necks, and fills our hymns and prayers. Christians speak of
Jesus “dying for our sins,” but what does that really mean? Through this series based on United Methodist
Pastor Adam Hamilton’s new book “Why Did Jesus Have to Die?”, we will slow down with this question and
explore the richness of the New Testament’s witness with a variety of theories of the atonement. Each is a
piece to the puzzle, which together form a picture of God’s message to us in Jesus Christ.

Starting February 25th
On Wednesdays in Lent, we will continue to delve more deeply into our worship series
for the season. We will begin each Wednesday with a simple soup and bread supper at
6:00pm in the Fellowship Hall, with the accompanying video and discussion on the topic
we talked about the previous Sunday.

The UMC Piece Corps Quilters is a small-but-mighty group of volunteers from our church that make beautiful quilts
that are donated to Westfields Hospital and Grace Place Transitional Shelter. Quilts donated to Westfields Hospital,
“Dignity Quilts”, are used by the staff and carefully draped over the hospital transport stretcher of recently deceased
patients before they are moved from their room and transported to the morgue or funeral home. This compassionate
long-standing practice provides honor to the deceased and comfort to loved-ones, family members and hospital staff
at an especially vulnerable and raw time of grief and loss. The quilts provide meaning and honor for surviving family
members and symbolize the compassion and caring that we have for one another. At Grace Place transitional shelter,
the quilts are given to people staying at the shelter, to people passing through and to people as they move out of the
shelter onto their next stage of life.

Piece Corps relies solely on donations from our congregation and the community. Most of the fabric they use is
donated from people in our community. Some expenses they have include batting and the occasional purchase of
fabric.
