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A Piece of History of the
New Richmond UMC Piece Corps

This is the second in a series of articles about the beginnings and contributions of the Piece Corp
which is a branch of the Missions and Social Concerns of the United Methodist church.

In 1981 UMW began helping with projects that benefitted missions that P.C. supported yearly.
Used stamps were collected for a clearing house to be sold, profits sent to missions. 84 pounds
of used clothing were sent to Red Bird Mission. UMW paid for the postage. Mittens and slippers
were collected and sent to Henderson Mission. Caps, scarves, Ditty bags were knit and sent to
Seafarers’ Mission in Duluth. Quilts were made for sale at the Fall Fair and beefburger meal.

After a presentation by Bob and Doris Nelson, who spent a year in Zaire as Missioners, a
collection of caps, jackets, bonnets and receiving blankets were sent to Zaire. Included were 53
hospital gowns made from men’s shirts which Piece Corp had made. Ladies made baby quilts and
casserole carriers for the Fall Bazaar. Lap robes were sewn for Maple Manor and the St. Croix
Co. Health Center residents.

Throughout the 90’s ladies kept knitting bags, scarves, hats for Seafarers *Mission in Duluth.
Stamps were cut and trimmed and sent to Northern Colony by those who did not sew. In
December 1993, a coat collection was organized for Russia. Coats for 29 men, 50 ladies, 41
children were collected. Coats were taken to Eau Claire to be sent overseas. In 1994, quilts were
made for “Crack Aid Babies.” For Easter, handmade butterflies were made and given to UMC
Sunday School children. Bible covers were made for third graders as they received their Bibles.
Several quilts were given for Faith Community Church to support their Russian project.

By mid 90’s Piece Corp was meeting 8 times during the year. Quilts were made and given to
residents at Faith House. A new project was begun--clown making. Several dozen clowns were
handmade and stuffed and given to the pastor for visits to those in hospitals or at home as a
reminder that your friends at UMC were praying for them. “If you don’t sew, come stuff a
clown!”

Next month takes us into 2000.
