In the past we have described the USPS delivery system in these terms.
However, on April 1st we received a major blanket of snow that many of
the most discerning snow removal veterans were not expecting.

Twelve inches of the white flakes, more or less, fell the previous evening
and into the morning of April 1st - no fooling. Many New Richmond
residents could wait to get plowed out that Saturday, but others of us
needed to get to church to serve the luncheon following the memorial
service that morning.

Then both vehicles continued to
proceed to Michael Lane to pick up the other in the second vehicle, while the first vehicle kept countering
the effects of fishtailing through the deep snow! Once back to Cty K, it was smooth sailing to the church
because the city plows had cleared the main roads by then.

Our thanks go to Brian Young and his staff for coming to pick us up that morning during the brief window of
time they had. We will always remember the beyond-expectation service they rendered.
